Things to make sure your actor/actress has by April 25th: 
 

A “Cover-up”:  a nice word for a large, old button-up shirt that can be worn backwards 

over the top of their costume.  Think paint shirt from 2nd grade! 
 

A Case of Water:  Cases of 16 ounce bottles can be dropped off in Mr. Wright’s room 

starting this Saturday, the 19th.  They will be used for the cast and for concessions. 
 

Make-up Supplies:  Every cast member needs a large, gallon Ziploc-style plastic bag 

labeled with his/her name.  Items to include inside: (all labeled please!) 

 Black mascara—cheap is fine; label the tube 

 Brush and/or comb 

 Deodorant…we always have a heat wave around May 1st! 

 A small pack of Kleenex 

Bring this bag to all dress rehearsals and performances. 
 

Wedges or Wipes:  To help the make-up crew, we are asking families to supply the 

following items on April 25th, the first dress rehearsal: 

Last names A--J bring one package of disposable, foam cosmetic wedges. 

Last names K--Z bring one package of unscented baby wipes.

This is a casual time for the 

cast, crew and directing team to hang out and enjoy a meal together.  Kathryn and Fred 

Robin have agreed to host!   The cost is $5 for those who can attend.  An envelope is 

attached to this Memo—be sure to include your child’s name on it, and return it to the 

office by April 28th.  In addition, we are collecting donations toward Directors’ Bouquets 

and Gifts.
