TECHNOLOGY SUPPORT OPPORTUNITY.  Our 

new sixth grade teacher, Meghan Hayes, comes 

to our school having been trained in the use of 

Smartboards. This may cause some of you to ask 

yourself, ñWhat makes a board smart?ò 

Smartboards are interactive whiteboards that are 

linked to a projector and a computer. Teachers 

and students are able to project items from their 

computer or the Internet onto the board, write on 

the board or the tablet computer, and the images 

are then displayed on the whiteboard and can be 

manipulated and saved to the computer.  

     Miss Hayes has integrated a Smartboard into 

her classroom learning activities throughout the 

previous year, and it would be wonderful to be 

able to provide her with this technology to use in 

her classroom here at WCGS. The cost of the 

board and associated tablet PC is $5,200. We 

would like to know if there are any school families 

who would be interested in assisting with some or 

all of the funds necessary for this purchase.
